Evaluation and Monitoring of the implementation of
the CHILD Course

* CHILD CARRE TOOL

* The CHILD CARRE measure consists of a semi-structured
interview designed to be administered by trained and
expert personnel.

* The CHILD CARRE instrument covers seven areas of
interest: physical health, school attendance and social
support, drug and alcohol use, legal status, family and
social relationships, psychiatric health, and daily
activities.

* The first test will be taken before the implementation of
CHILD ,then at 3 months and 6 months after the
implementation.

* Part of this would be to examine changes in CHILD
CARRE scores before and after the intervention.
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
