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A Growing Demand and Program
Overview
  With substance use and substance
use disorders emerging as a major
public health problem in India(1),
there’s an urgent need for specialized
addiction psychiatry training. The DM
(Doctor of Medicine) Addiction
Psychiatry program, recognized by
India’s National Medical Council, is
helping to address this need by
equipping psychiatrists with the skills
to treat and manage substance use
disorders. Offered at three premier
institutions— (1) the National Drug
Dependence Treatment Center
(NDDTC) at the All India Institute of
Medical Sciences (AIIMS) in New
Delhi, (2) the National Institute of
Mental Health and Neurosciences
(NIMHANS) in Bangaluru, and (3) the
Postgraduate Institute of Medical
Education and Research (PGIMER) in
Chandigarh. [HN3]. This program
provides in-depth clinical and
theoretical training to develop
expertise in addiction psychiatry.

Advanced Clinical Exposure: Clinical rotations are the cornerstone of the
program, where trainees spend substantial time in addiction psychiatry
units managing patients with severe substance use disorders. Working in a
multidisciplinary team with psychiatrists, psychologists, social workers, and
nurses, they handle cases involving comorbid psychiatric conditions and
complex socio-cultural factors. Trainees work across outpatient and
inpatient services, handling high patient loads typical in India’s public
hospitals, which enhances their practical skills.
  Specialized clinics, including child and adolescent, tobacco cessation,
women’s clinic, and behavioral addiction clinics, provide targeted
treatment experiences. In community clinics, trainees work directly with
underserved populations, gaining insights into socio-economic influences
on addiction and learning to navigate barriers like low health literacy and
language differences.

Training in Specialized Interventions: Exposure to specialized
treatments is a core feature. Trainees learn pharmacotherapies such as
opioid agonist treatment, as well as behavioral interventions that address
addiction’s psychological facets. Programs at PGIMER and NIMHANS
integrate with local self-help groups like Narcotics Anonymous and
Alcoholics Anonymous, while the NDDTC program includes community
posting. These experiences offer valuable perspectives on both medical
and psychosocial approaches to recovery.

Dissertation and Research: All three DM programs require a research
thesis to be submitted by the end of the program.

Public Health, Policy and Advocacy: DM residents are also trained to
understand the public health implications of substance use disorders,
including the formulation and implementation of policies at local and
national levels.  Residents are expected to take leadership roles in
advocating for better addiction treatment infrastructure and services in
India after they complete the course.

Comprehensive Theoretical Knowledge: The curriculum covers the
neurobiology and psychology of addiction, evidence-based
pharmacological and psychosocial treatments, and the legal and ethical
aspects of substance use. Learning occurs through structured rounds, case
presentations, and written assessments that emphasize knowledge
application. Weekly journal clubs and academic seminars further enrich
the trainees’ understanding, encouraging them to stay current with the
latest research and clinical practices.

Challenges in Program Implementation
While the DM addiction psychiatry program are a significant progress in
developing training opportunities for addiction psychiatry in India, several
challenges remain:

Key Training Components
 The DM Addiction Psychiatry

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stigma in clinical and academic
settings. This can limit interest in
addiction psychiatry as a specialty,
though this may change as
demand and awareness grow (3).
Need for Primary Care Training:
Given the high prevalence of
substance use in rural India,
primary care based training in
addiction psychiatry needs to be
made compulsory. The trainees
needs to learn how to integrate
addiction services into primary
care (resource limited) settings.
They must also be given more
teaching opportunities so that they
can design locally relevant and
culturally adaptable training
programs for healthcare workers
at the grassroots level. 
Enhanced Research
Opportunities: Although addiction
research is gaining momentum,
there is still a significant gap in
India-specific studies. Allowing
trainees dedicated research time
and encouraging projects on topics
like substance use epidemiology
dedicated research time and
encouraging projects on topics like
substance use epidemiology and
culturally tailored interventions
could foster evidence-based
approaches in addiction
psychiatry. 

Conclusion and Future Direction 
  Training in addiction psychiatry in
India has made significant strides in
recent years with introduction of DM
Addiction Psychiatry training program.
However, challenges remain in
expanding the availability of
specialized training, improving the
consistency of clinical exposure, and 

Limited Training Institutions:
Currently, only a few institutions in
India offer the DM program, resulting
in limited availability of addiction
specialists. With only 4-7 residents
graduating each year, the field
struggles to meet the rising demand
for skilled professionals. Expanding
the program to more institutions
could alleviate this shortage.
Lack of standardization:
Differences in training experiences
between institutions impact program
consistency. For instance, some
institutions provide extensive
extramural rotations and
community-based care, while others
have limited exposure to such
settings. Standardizing training
modules and ensuring uniform
clinical exposure across all programs
could improve overall quality.. 
Need for global collaboration: The
global substance use patterns are
dynamic, and many unique
treatment styles have evolved in
institutions around the world (2).
Addiction trends and treatment
methodologies vary globally, and
there is a strong case for
partnerships between Indian and
international institutions.
Collaborative exchange programs
would allow trainees to learn about
diverse treatment approaches.
Currently, there is an opt-in
exchange program between
NIMHANS and NDDTC which
increases exposure.

Stigma and Low Priority: Despite
the high demand for treatment,
substance use disorders still face 

addressing the stigma surrounding
addiction. By strengthening this
training pathway, India can build a
robust workforce of addiction
psychiatrists and trained medical
professionals equipped to meet the  
growing burden of substance use
disorders and lead the way in
delivering evidence-based care to
individuals struggling with addiction.
  Efforts to improve training should
be complemented by ongoing policy
advocacy, public health initiatives,
and a commitment to expanding
addiction services across the country,
particularly in underserved areas.
This multifaceted approach will
ensure that addiction psychiatry
training in India not only meets
current demands but also paves the
way for future developments in the
prevention and treatment of
substance use disorders.
 Through these efforts, the DM
Addiction Psychiatry program can
evolve into a globally relevant
model, producing experts equipped
to advance addiction treatment and
care in India and beyond.
